6mm (nominal)

Allows * 2mm adjustments

Directly above and below the adjustment
screw are very thin walled recesses that can
easily be punched or drilled out to allow a
couple of 10g x 42" Csk screws to be fixed into
the door frame. These are optional, and would
usually be added to the top hinge of a taller or
heavier panel, after all adjustments are done,

to prevent any hinge sag in the adjustment
mechanism

+——Locking Screw (the larger of the two)
Loosen screw initially, then tighten again
after the panel gap has been adjusted
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“—Adjustment Screw (recessed)
Turn clockwise to increase stile gap,
counterclockwise to decrease stile gap

Locate Outer Hinge Leaf—/
flush with the base of the stile
